1967 390 CID “S-Code” Mustang often to
MCOH events. The car is reportedly one of 86 in
1967 that came with “Special Paint” selected by
the owners that was different than the standard
colors of the year from Ford. The color selected
for the special paint option on this Mustang was
Playboy Pink. Horace found this car on E-bay in
2007 - which had been repainted numerous
times. He discovered that the owner found it in a
salvage yard called the Wild West Mustang Ranch
near Seattle, WA. The previous owner started a
“restoration” on Pinky by collecting parts and havmg a local shop start the reconditioning.
Then he decided to sell the car on E-bay allowing some lucky new owner to finish the car.
Horace Collums was that lucky new owner. Horace worked with a local Houston restoration
shop to bring the car to the beautifully restored condition as you see it today!

We have been fortunate to have Horace display this stunning Mustang Classic car at
numerous MCOH shows and as a feature of the 2008 MCOH AutoRama display. It is always
an award winner. The car was also selected to be a participant in the 2009 Houston Reliant
Stadium  invitation only CLASSY CHASSIS show benefiting the Shriners Hospital for

After departing with my last 1967 Fastback, I have been missing it ever since.
After my son Vincent was born, the search started. The first year or two, | looked
for a specific year and color. Not being able to find "exactly" what I wanted in my price
range, | expanded the specs. | included all models from 1967-1970. Crazy colored or rare
cars were also included. A Fastback was a must. | ended up with a 1968 Copper / Orange
Fastback. 1 lucked into this car and it ends up being a crazy color and rare. This car is
an original "color of the month"” car and the color is
Eastertime Coral. These cars were only made from
January 1968 till January 1969 and offered only on the
West coast to certain dealers. A special color was
designated to each month matching the holiday which fell
in that month. (April was the Eastertime Coral month)
There is not alot of history that | found past the first four
months in 1968. Marti says there were 589 in fastback
this color, in April of 1968. Of those, (and this car), 293
came with a 289, C-4, P/S, P/B, A/C etc. My car currently
has a 351 Windsor and a Tremec 5-speed transmission,
original black interior, with newly recovered seats out of a 1986 SVO. Wheels are staggered
Chrome Boss model 338 18" X 8.5" in front, and 20" X 9.5" in the rear. Lots of chrome and
new parts under the hood. Future plans for the car are to install the A/C unit (I have
purchase from the Editor) in the spring. A Ford 9" rear disc brake rear end with bigger
gears is being built as we speak. Also at some point return the car to the original color as |
have been able to find only one other car that color. (A coupe in Michigan). Other than
that, | plan to enjoy the car and hope to pass on to my 4 year old son in 20 years when he
is 25 if I am able to. | currently also own a 1996 Mystic Cobra # 1828 and a 1986 Black
